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Definitions
Assessment: a process by which educators use

students’ responses to specially created or
naturally occurring stimuli in order to make
inferences about students’ knowledge, skills, or

affective status



What to measure

Knowledge: how many of 500 hard-to-spell
words a student can spell correctly from
memory

Skills: a students’ ability to make a
successful extem})oraneous oral
presentation to classmates after only forty
minutes of preparation time

Affective Status: students’ attitudes toward
specific subjects such as math, science, or
art
